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Mechanism and Promotion Strategy of Sports Events Enabling Rural Revitalization: Take

the Rural Sports Events in Guizhou Province as an Example

Abstract: Rural sports events play an important role in promoting rural revitalization. Based on the practice of rural races in Guizhou
Province, combined with the theory of empowerment, the study analyzes the functioning mechanism of rural sports events in empower-
ing rural revitalization and the promotion strategy to achieve sustainable empowerment. The study concludes that the functioning mecha-
nism in this case is to rebuild the value, economic and political order of the village, and in this way to realize the empowerment of in-
dividuals, groups and communities in the village at both the organizational and psychological levels.

With the bene-
fits of the event as the goal, the living standard of rural residents should be improved, the planning and construction management of
rural sports should be strengthened, special IPs should be created, and the multicultural elements in rural development should be ex-
plored. With orderly participation as a guideline, it will promote the improvement of the grassroots governance system, give full play to
the educational function of sports events, and improve the supervision and management mechanism of the events.
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
